FEE INFORMATION Academic Year 12-13 and thereafter
Dear Student / Prospective Student,
Everyone will be aware that undergraduate fee rates have changed in all universities with effect from academic year 2012-13.  Central funding for postgraduate university validated courses (HEFCE) is also being steadily reduced. Cuts to funding on top of annual efficiency savings have been made in addition to a step by step reduction in postgraduate degree funding for those students who already had an equivalent level of qualification to the course on which they subsequently enrolled (ELQ cuts). There will be no funding for our Master’s level programmes (postgraduate certificates, diplomas and MAs) from 2014.  

With regret we have been obliged to look again at our Trust tuition fees, in order to cover the costs of delivering courses as the HEFCE funding reduces to zero.  We endeavour to keep our fees as low as we possibly can and we also compare prices with any equivalent programmes in universities.  
We shall endeavour to inform everyone of our tuition fee rates for academic year 12-13 as soon as possible; we expect that they will rise by at least 3% and this will be after an additional uplift of approximately £250 to reflect the reduction in higher education funding from 2012-13 and will be applicable to all M level students from that academic year.    
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
